General	Informa�on:

Applicants	who	seek	admission	to	a	university	in	Austria	have	to	contact	the	Ins�tu�on	of	their	choice
directly.
Applicants	who	come	to	Austria	to	conduct	research	and,	therefore,	do	not	need	to	seek	admission	to
university,	have	to	prove	sufficient	knowledge	of	the	languange	they	wish	to	conduct	their	research	in.
The	consent	of	the	supervisor	in	Austria	is	needed.	
Short-term	grants	(1	to	3	months)	have	a	priority	in	the	period	from	January	to	June.	In	other	cases
Problems	can	arise	as	regards	accommoda�on.	When	applying	for	a	short-term	grant	therefore
considera�on	should	be	given	to	applying	primarily	for	the	period	of	January	to	June.
The	selec�on	process	for	all	grants	for	Austria	is	compe��ve,	i.e.	there	is	no	legal	claim	to	a	grant
even	if	all	applica�on	requirements	are	fulfilled.	The	number	of	grants	that	will	be	awarded	during
one	call	depends	on	the	quota	and/or	the	available	budget.	Applicants	may	apply	for	several	grants	at
the	same	�me.
Grant	holders	must	be	present	at	their	place	of	study	in	Austria	to	study	or	conduct	their	research
project.
A	shi�ing	of	the	dura�on	of	your	stay	in	Austria	is	generally	not	possible.
Once	an	applica�on	has	been	rejected,	it	will	not	be	considered	any	further	within	the	call.	However,
it	is	possible	to	re-apply	for	this	grant	with	a	revised	applica�on	in	the	future.
